Individuals who are familiar with the role of postsecondary education in Ontario and
specifically the role of colleges, and who feel that their skills and experience qualify them to be
effective members of the Loyalist College Board of Governors, are invited to submit their
application.

A new provincial process for appointing external board members to college Boards of Governors
came into effect on October 1, 2010. The new appointment process, set out in Ontario
Regulation 34/03, has college boards directly appointing two-thirds of their external board
members with the remaining one-third of external members appointed by the province through
Lieutenant Governor in Council (LGIC) process. The new application/review/appointment
process for external members is extensive and is handled through Ontario’s Public Appointment
Secretariat (PAS).
